Silco’s products are not “LEEDS approved”. This is a misconception spelled out in BOLD print on the LEEDS website. You can only get LEEDS approval for a building not a sealant for example. However, the silicone sealant that is currently manufactured, packaged and labeled under the Elgin label is acceptable as applied for as a LEED credit. The project manager needs to record the VOC content of all products used in the building process to determine if the final product is LEED approved.





The VOC content on the Elgin silicone is 29 grams per liter.
